These tanks are manufactured from 100% virgin polyethylene material superior UV stabilised complying with Food
grade standard AS 2070 parts 1, 6 and 8 and Potable Water Standard AS4020. They are designed, manufactured,
and delivered to site as a one-piece moulding, and the roof is NOT CUT OFF AND TEK SCREWED OR BOLTED
BACK ON AGAIN. The original design strength is completely retained.

Installation of these tanks should be on firm compacted ground, concrete slab, or a flat surface deck on a tankstand.
Corrugated iron is not acceptable. Sand if used must be contained and stabilised to ensure it is not undermined by
rain washing under the tank. Warranty will be void if the foundation fails or if the base is unacceptable.
Pipework on inlet, outlet, and overflow should be adequately supported. Rigid pipes must have a flexible joint
between the tank fitting and the pipe to avoid fitting/tank failures. Overflow must be of sufficient size to safe-guard
against pressurizing the tank by a bore pump or guttering. In cyclone areas in particular, tank hold down kits must be
used for both ground level and tankstand installations.
